a. Consideration — of amendment to the Zoning Map from RS-7 (Single-Family
Residential 7,000 square foot minimum lot size) to RL (Residential Low Density)
as requested by Zheng Tan for a Tentative Subdivision Map, Design Review, Minor
Exception, and Tree Removal for eight single-family homes at 1890 Risdon Road;
APN 147-350-003. Resolution No. 16-8 for approval and Ordinance No. 16-425.1
for introduction.

Pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), an Initial Study and

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Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) and a Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting
Program (MMRP) were prepared to ensure compliance with the mitigation
measures identified in the MND. The MND and MMRP were distributed for public
review and the 20-day comment period began October 6, 2015 and ended October
26, 2015. The Draft MND determined that although the proposed project could
have potentially significant impacts on Biological and Cultural Resources and
Geology and Soils, mitigation measures incorporated as part of the project’s design
or as conditions of approval would reduce the potential impacts to less-than-
significant levels.
