SPECIAL INSTRUCTION

HOUSE NUMBER PAINTED ON CURB FACE

1. Numerals are to be painted on the face of the curb, not the top.
2. Numerals are to be 4” in height.

3. Numerals are to be painter on a white background.

4. Permittee is responsible for painting correct street address.  Permittee must be able to remove paint with thinner, and shall do so at his own expense upon the request of the property owner.  If a wrong address is painted on the property owner’s curb, permittee must correct it at his own expense.
5. Permittee must leave a current and working phone number of either the business or home such that the property owners will be able to have questions or complaints answered.

6. No street addresses are to be whited out or painted without prior approval of the subject property owner.

7. Numerals shall not be painted on the curb return or radius at an intersection.

8. Each property shall have only one (1) address painted on any street frontage.

9. Permittee shall leave encroachment permit number and/or business license number with the property owner if requested to do so.

10. Permittee must notify City of Concord (phone 925-671-3425) of proposed work location(s) every two weeks.
11. The property owners are not required to pay for any house numbers painted or removed from curb face. Payment shall be made strictly on a voluntary basis.

12. Permittee shall notify property owner before painting numbers on the curb face.

13. All work in the public right-of-way shall, at all times, be performed under the supervision of an adult at least 21 years of age.  The adult supervisor will be responsible for safety, quality and accuracy of the work performed.
14. the city may void this permit where any of these instructions have been violated.  Any work performed without a valid permit is in violation of the City of Concord Municipal Code, Section 90-207.
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
