SUBJECT: INTERVIEWS TO FILL AN UNEXPECTED VACANCY ON THE CITY OF 

CONCORD PLANNING COMMISSION 
 
 
Report in Brief 
 

Interviews to fill an unexpected vacancy on the City of Concord Planning Commission are scheduled 
for Tuesday, November 17, 2015. The appointment is a result of the resignation of Planning Commissioner 
Tim McGallian and is for the remainder of his four-year term ending February 28, 2017.  
 
Background 
 

The recruitment to fill the position was announced on July 28, 2015 and August 28, 2015 was set as 
the deadline for receipt of applications. A press release announcing the openings was distributed to the media 
and various agencies and neighborhood groups. 
 

Applications were received from David Hopkins, Douglas O’Bryant, Maria Refugio Mata, Philip 
Datte, Darrin Walters, LaMar Anderson, Niko Anagnostopoulos, Raymond Barbour, Dr. Harmesh Kumar and 
James Ryan; totaling 10 applicants. Maria Refugio Mata withdrew her application due to relocating and Niko 
Anagnostopoulos was appointed to the Concord Pleasant Hill Health Care District Grant Committee 
 

The appointment of applicants to the Planning Commission by ballot is tentatively scheduled for the 
City Council meeting of December 10, 2015.

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Article VIII. Planning Commission

2.20.350 Membership; compensation of members. 

The Planning Commission shall consist of five voting members to be appointed by the City Council. Members 

of the Planning Commission shall be citizens of the city who hold no other municipal office in the city. The basis 

and amount of compensation to paid members of the Planning Commission shall be determined and set by 

resolution of the City Council.

2.20.360 Terms of members. 

Members shall serve at the pleasure of the City Council for staggered terms of four years. The City Council 

reserves the right to make appointments for an adjusted term period to maintain a staggered term structure. 

Any member who absents himself from three consecutive meetings of the Planning Commission without being 

excused will be deemed to have resigned his office, and the City Council may appoint a new member to serve 

in the place of such absent member.

2.20.370 Rules of procedure; designation of committees and task forces. 

The Planning Commission shall adopt rules of procedure and designate committees and task forces by 

resolution. Said resolution shall not be effective until approved by the City Council.

2.20.380 Vacancies. 

All vacancies occurring on the Planning Commission shall be filled according to the methods of their original 

selection, and the new member shall serve at the pleasure of the Council for the unexpired term of their 

respective predecessor.

2.20.390 Powers and responsibilities. 

The Planning Commission is the planning agency of the city. It shall have powers and functions as follows: 

(1) All those functions and powers as provided by state law (Government Code §§ 65100--

65700 as amended); 

(2) All duties, powers, and functions as in this Code provided; 

(3) Such other functions as the City Council may from time to time provide.
