WHEREAS, the City Council reorganized itself one year ago by designating the position of
Vice Mayor to a one-year term commencing December 2, 2014, and ending with the Reorganization
of the City Council in December 2015.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CONCORD DOES
RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Designates as Mayor of the City of Concord for the period

commencing December 1, 2015, and ending with the Council reorganization in December, 2017.

Section 2. Designates as Vice Mayor of the City of Concord for the period

commencing December 1, 2015, and ending with the Council reorganization in December, 2016.
Section 3. This resolution shall become effective immediately upon its passage and adoption.
